	Lean in to start the conversation with more focus on the stranger, without looking back at your partner to see if they’re paying attention. This shows you’re engaged and ready to flirt but still in control of the moment. 
	Example: “I couldn’t help but notice your [item or accent]—it’s really charming. What’s the best part about being from [place]?” (Leans in slightly, creating a more intimate atmosphere) 




	Using Subtle Flirting to Build a Connection: 
	Focus on connecting with the stranger in a way that feels natural and fun. Compliment them or ask interesting questions that encourage them to talk more, showing that you’re intrigued by them. 
	Example: “This place really reminds me of [place]. Have you been there? It’s one of my favorite spots to unwind. Maybe we could go there together sometime?” (Gives a sly smile)
