Chapter One

Introduction

So, you want to jump on the bandwagon and start publishing erotica.  You've read so many stories of people making a ton of cash just pumping out short sex stories, and now you are ready to try your luck at it, right?  With your image of thousands of dollars in easy cash rolling through your head, you sit down and write a couple of stories and publish them to Amazon, or any number of other online publishing platforms and wait for the sales to roll in.

This where most new authors lose their drive and their visions of success start to crumble, busting their self-publishing bubble.  Most never continue on and do the required work to become a successful author, because the sales didn't roll in like they expected them to.  Amazon is littered with the aspiring authors who thought a few short stories would make them rich.  Most do not realize the work involved, or how long it takes to achieve success.

NEWS FLASH!  Publishing smut is hard work and it takes time to build a successful following for your books.  There is book after book and blog after blog that tells you of how someone made huge amounts of money publishing short sex stories.  What most of them fail to tell you is that they started when Kindle was new and Amazon was not flooded with shorts.

The height of the sex story boom was right around 2012 and 2013.  Things started changing after that, and each year it becomes harder and harder to achieve the kinds of numbers those early adopters were able to make.  Not that it can't be done, it is just harder and takes longer to do.  You have to be committed to this process in order to push yourself to the top of the pile, per se.

So why am I writing this and why should you even listen to what I have to say?  My story is one that started in June of 2017.  I wrote my first erotic short that month and released it on Amazon.  My career in self-publishing was now underway.  I spent a lot of time researching the methods used to make decent sales, sometimes for days on end.  What I started to learn was that most of the information out there was seriously outdated.  Most of it was from the smut boom.

I started looking at my search results, and only read articles and blogs that were published within the last year.  That allowed me to filter through the hype and get to the real meat that was also relevant to the current status of self-publishing.  I found a lot of sites put out by other erotica authors who were selling courses on how to make a business of this and get rich.  I'm not a big fan of these "courses" for any online business.  All one need do is to do the research and you'll figure it out and save money in the process.

I made a lot of mistakes when I first started, mainly because I was basing everything on outdated information.  Once I started looking at current information, things started to improve.  My sales went from about $30 a month for my first three months, to over $300 on my fourth month.  I started growing my revenue by an additional $300 each month after that.  I had finally found my groove and had figured out what it took to get my books out there and also how to get sales.

While I am still building my catalog, and will continue to do so, I now know what I have to do with each and every book I release to get as much revenue from it as I can.  I constantly have multiple books in the top 100 of my kinks at any given time.  I have even had one reach number one.  My success is not a fluke or a one trick pony.  I recreate my success with each book I release.  I know what I have to do to get my book as close to the top as I can and keep it there for an extended amount of time.

Most short erotica has a very short shelf life.  Done properly, sales will spike the first few weeks, then slowly start to trail off the longer it is on the shelf.  The goal should be to get not just that book read, but also to lead readers to other books you have authored.  You want them to anticipate your next release, get them hooked on your kink and/or style.  This is how you grow your sales channel.

As I go through my story I will be sharing with you what I did, both good and bad, that led me to having a successful self-publishing business.  My goal is to inspire you to follow through with your dream of self-publishing.  Trust me, if I can do this, anyone can.  I know that is a cliché, but in my case, it is profoundly correct.  Why?  Because I am a high school dropout.

You read that right.  I dropped out of high school when I was seventeen.  I had a very bad family life and just wanted to escape it.  I endured both physical and verbal abuse and was at the end of my ropes.  I knew I needed to get away from the toxic environment that I was a part of and start taking care of myself.  And that is exactly what I did.  It took me a lot of years to overcome the mental scarring that had happened to me.  

I woke up one day and decided I was done letting the demons from my past rule my life.  I was going to change things and move past my childhood pain.  I think I have accomplished that.  I have owned several successful businesses and have been a self-taught IT professional for over twenty-three years.  I got my GED eventually and even got my degree in computer science when I was in my forties.  But a part of me was not being fulfilled.

I have always been a storyteller with a fantastic imagination, or so I am told.  I can remember typing class (dating myself here) where I excelled and wrote my first piece of literature.  My mother told me it was not my work and that I had obviously copied it.  I sent it to my local paper, who published it.  I showed her the paper and said it proved I did not plagiarize anything.  Her response?  That proved nothing.

I did not write another piece of literature until thirty years later.  Now here I am making decent money from my books and wishing I had kept doing it during that time.  But in one sense, this was a good experience.  It just goes to show that anyone, at any age, can still follow their dreams.  Never give up on your dreams and never, ever let anyone tell you that you cannot do something.  Your only limitation is yourself.




Chapter Two

Writing Plots

Just what makes a good erotic short anyway?  Well, I guess that really falls to the reader to define.  All we can do is write our stories.  But there are some elements that do help create a decent story.  Just writing that Jane wanted to fuck Dick, and here's how they did it, is not going to get you many sales.  There needs to be at least a small amount of substance to get the reader engaged.

I like to think of erotic shorts as a sort of foreplay.  I have a basic plot I try to follow, then sprinkle in the sex.  I never jump right into the action, but prefer to build up to the ultimate sexual encounter.  I follow that up with a short happily ever after.  The reason people buy erotic shorts is to get off, pure and simple.  You need to give them a story they can envision in their head as if they are watching a porno movie.

Done right, you will gain a new follower who will buy just about everything you release.  Do it wrong and they'll never come back.  There is a reason porn movies have at least an attempt at a storyline.  People want to live out the fantasy.  If you were to produce a movie that opened with people fucking, then they live happily ever after, you're not going to make much money with it.  Same goes for erotic shorts.

I tend to sprinkle some light sex in my books leading up to the ultimate consummation.  I need to tease the reader and make them want to get to the real action.  I want to build up their sexual desires as I lead them through the story.  If I get to the action too soon, they don't finish reading the book.  If I take too long, they get bored and never finish it.  It's a balancing act to get the flow of the story just right.

But don't stress over the plot too much.  Just get your book published, learn from it and always strive to do just a bit better with your next book.  When I look back at the first dozen or so books I published, I wondered how I ever got any sales from those!  The stories were ok, but the formatting was horrible, and some of them felt rushed.  I've gone back and fixed some of them, but most of them I just let sit and moved on.

I can't tell you exactly what to write, I can only give you the basics elements that make a short good enough for someone to buy it.  You're not writing a literary classic and you are not going to get a Pulitzer prize for writing smut.  You are writing books to arouse people and get them to give you money for doing that.  Keep that in mind when you are building your smut empire.

That also brings me to another point.  What to write about?  Usually, most writers will start with things they either enjoy or fantasize about.  If you don't enjoy what you are writing, the reader will know right away.  Sure, you can learn to write to market, but that takes time.  Write what you like and branch out from there once you get the hang of self-publishing erotic shorts.

I've seen a lot of posts online from people worried that writing sex makes them horny.  That is a good thing, believe it or not.  If you are arousing yourself, chances are pretty good you're going to arouse the reader.  Don't stress over it.  After a while, it will get easier to write without getting aroused so easily.

The last point I want to talk about is how you approach your erotic writing.  Most erotic authors use pen names.  They don't want to associate their real name with erotica.  I do the same as I don't want to offend my regular fiction readers who do not like erotica.  Ultimately this decision is yours to make, just make sure you think through this very carefully.  If you use your real name, everyone you know will eventually find out what you do.  For some people, they are fine with this.  Others are not.  Do what makes sense for you.

While I am on that subject, never, ever try to hide what you write from your significant other.  They may not like what you are writing, but they have every right to know you do it.  There have been marriages that ended because of someone hiding what they write.  Keeping secrets is not a good idea in a relationship.  Be open and honest with your partner.  While being honest could lead to the relationship ending, at least you didn't keep secrets which would do even more damage than just being upfront with it.


Chapter Three

Keywords

When I wrote my first short, I wasn't even sure it was going to work.  I mean I had never heard of anyone paying $2.99 for a story of 3k words.  I had looked around Amazon and saw other books with hundreds of pages selling for $0.99, so why would someone spend three times that amount for my fifteen-minute read?  For whatever reason, it works.  I can't explain it other than to say readers must perceive a value for something priced a little higher.

It always amazes me how people value something.  I am guilty of this myself.  I see something priced really low and immediately think it is inferior or has something wrong with it.  As consumers, we have been conditioned to look for quality, even if it costs a bit more.  Translate that to Amazon, and readers see the quality of books priced at $2.99, not $0.99.  That doesn't mean it is a better book, but to the reader, the value is better.

I didn't see instant success.  Sure, I got a few sales and some KU reads, but not much more than beer money those first three months.  A couple of times I thought about just giving up figuring the days of making decent money at this were long gone.  But I kept on researching, trying to figure out if I had done something wrong, or if the self-publishing world of erotic shorts was just a flash in the pan.  Was I too late to get on board with the program?

Then, one day I was reading probably the 100th blog on keywords and that's when my first aha moment hit me.  I had been doing keywords all wrong.  I thought they were supposed to be single words that steered a reader to your book based on the genre.  I was so off base with that supposition, it's a wonder I sold any books!  Keywords are really a misleading term.  It should be keyword phrases instead.

What makes good keywords anyway?  The best way to approach this is to open an incognito or private window in your browser.  This allows you to search Amazon without any of your search history influencing the results.  What you are going to see is the top searches based on what your book is about.  Once you navigate to Amazon in this new window, make sure to go to the Books, Kindle books category.

Once you are there, start typing something relevant to your book.  Let's say your book is about lesbian domination.  Start typing Lesbian in the search box, and Amazon will populate it with the most popular search terms, down to the least.  As of this writing, when I type lesbian I get lesbian fiction as the most popular search term, followed by lesbian romance.  So, now in your keyword boxes, these are two popular phrases you can put in there.

But you still need five more.  If I start typing domination after lesbian, the top search term is lesbian domination and submission followed by more terms.  Now you can see how this works for the rest of your keywords.  This is really the key to making sure your book is classified correctly and will show up when someone searches for a book within your kink.  You don't want a lesbian domination book showing up under gay romance.  You're not going to get any sales that way.

Once I corrected my keywords, sales started picking up.  Month four shot up to just over $300 in sales compared to $32 the previous month.  Not too shabby.  But I had also increased the number of shorts I had published to just over thirty books.  This also seems to be another trigger for some reason.  Most authors I have talked to start seeing sales increasing rapidly once they cross the thirty book threshold.  I was on my way and excited to see how far I could take this thing.

The other thing I did as I was building my catalog was to write books in several different kinks.  Now that I understood keywords I could measure the success of each kink based on the sales I was getting.  Once I identified a kink that was outselling the rest, I started to focus my efforts on publishing new books in that kink.  Not only did I create a nice catalog for that kink, I also garnered a lot of followers who were looking for new stories.

Each time I publish a book now, it goes into the top 100 within a day or two.  My followers look forward to my releases, and that lets me know I am providing the quality of reading material they want.  There is no better feeling than to see a work that you have created being sold and read by so many people.  It really does validate your work.


Chapter Four

Titles and Blurbs

As I rolled along content with my sales, I started looking closer at my metrics and wondered why some books sold better than others within the same kink.  That's when I learned about the adult dungeon.  The abyss that houses all the books Amazon has deemed not appropriate for general searches.  I don't put a whole lot of stock into the hysteria over being banished there, but it does have a minor effect on sales.

I found a few books were listed as adult, and could not figure out why.  As I researched the topic, I discovered why it had happened.  I had made two fatal mistakes by not knowing what was acceptable to Amazon.  There are a couple of things right out of the gate that will get you dumped into that black hole.  Others seem to defy logic.

Number one on the list is your cover.  If you show anything bare on a woman's body, you risk being banned.  What I mean by that is no ass cheeks visible, no butt cracks, no side boobs, no bare backs.  No images that can be interpreted as being a sexual act.  Men with bare chests are fine.  It seems anything that can be viewed as sexually stimulating will get you tossed into the dungeon.  So, create your covers carefully.

If you want an idea of what types of covers you need, simply look at the covers of the top 100 books within your kink.  Follow those styles and you should be fairly safe from the prudes at Amazon.  While I am on the subject, make sure your covers are a quality cover.  If you don't know how to do graphics, find someone who does.  When it comes to self-publishing, a books cover is everything.  It's what gets the reader’s attention.  A poorly designed book cover will get passed over.

The next item is your title.  You need an attention-grabbing title, but again, be careful with your wording.  Use the wrong words and you are not only at risk of being put in the dungeon, but your book is also at risk of being banned.  Make sure the title can be read from the thumbnail that shows up for your book.  If the reader cannot see the title, they may pass it by.

When it comes to subtitles, use them to stuff with keywords.  I tend to use them for kinks.  If my book is about lesbian domination, my subtitle may look something like this (Lesbian Domination Submission Erotic Romance).  I have covered the main search terms within this particular kink right there in the subtitle.  Just make sure to avoid words that are not acceptable to Amazon.

Blurbs.  I have a love/hate relationship with blurbs.  I have a hard time describing what the book is about without giving away the entire plot.  I just try to use my keywords again and leave off with a question at the end.  "Will Jill accept Krystal's advances and gain the pleasure she has craved for so long, or will she run and never know what she could have had?"

One fatal mistake I did when I first started was to look at what others had in their blurbs and try to do something similar.  The biggest mistake was actually TELLING amazon this was an adult book!  I had a small disclosure statement at the end of my blurb that went something like this:

WARNING!!  Adult 18+ Book contains explicit sexual situations not suitable for anyone under the age of 18.

Now, why on earth did I do that, and why would any author do that?  When I set my categories, I am already telling amazon it is an erotic story and the minimum age is eighteen.  There was absolutely no point in putting that in my blurb.  At least three of my books got dumped into the dungeon just from that alone!  Don't do it!  Write your blurb and leave it at that.

When writing your blurb, be aware of trigger words.  Never write anything that says a family relationship, no matter what.  Amazon will block your book before it even gets published.  There are other words/phrases you can use if you need to refer to another family member.  I.e. daddy would be a man of the house, a daughter is a brat, etc.  You can get a fairly good idea of what is acceptable by again looking at the top 100 books within your kink.

Here are some words/phrases to avoid using in titles and blurbs:

Rape, naming genitalia, family terms in context, bestiality, forced sex, lactation, gangbang, reluctant, any profanity.  For a detailed explanation, visit Selina Kitt's blog.  She has probably the best and most complete explanation for what not to do on Amazon.

Avoid using explicit terms when writing your blurb.  Naming body parts such as breasts, penis, vagina, cock, tits, etc. are going to get your book blocked.  There are plenty of alternate terms you can use such as mound, member, etc.  If you have to describe intimate body parts, make sure to use these alternate terms.  Nothing is worse than waking up in the morning after spending a lot of time writing your blurb only to find out it has been blocked.

These are the main things that you should be aware of to keep your books out of the dungeon.  I still get sales and KU reads for mine, so my keywords are probably what keeps them visible.  Someone has to be specific in their search to see them.  A general search will not list them at all.  I don't know if they would have done better not being in the dungeon or not.  I don't risk it anymore, I just try to keep mine above board to stay out of the dungeon.

When listing your book, you will need to pick categories to list your book in.  These are your main categories.  Your keywords, blurb, title, and content are going to dictate your subcategories.  Generally speaking, if you are writing erotica, you are going to pick Fiction -> erotica as your first category.  The next one will be based on the content of your book.  If it is a sci-fi book, then science fiction.  If it is a historical book, then historical.  Just try to pick the best main category you can, Amazon will do the rest.


Chapter Five

Marketing

Now that you have your book published with a nice shiny tempting cover, a title that is just jaw-dropping, a blurb that will entice any ready to purchase it, how do you get people to find your book?  There is a lot of debate on what marketing you need to do, and what does/does not work for promoting erotica.  I think it really comes down to what the author feels comfortable doing.  I think that is why there seems to be so much contradiction when it comes to book marketing.  Do what you like.

Self-publishing is probably twenty percent writing and eighty percent marketing.  Thinking that you can just publish a book and the sales will roll in is a serious mistake.  Sure, you will get sales and KU reads, but it is going to be a slow rise to gain any traction.  This is probably the biggest area where self-publishers really have no clue what they are doing.  But it is something you need to do, so spend the time to figure it out.

The hardest part of marketing is knowing if what you are doing is working.  One of the first things you need to do is to get a website and a blog going.  Why you ask?  Because it will become a central area for your readers to not only connect with you but to also have a full catalog of your work.  This is also one method for you to track your marketing efforts.

Most social media sites don't give you the information needed to know how effective your campaigns are.  Most of the time it's the feedback you see that lets you see how well it is working, but not in a true context.  Twitter is a great example of this.  Post a tweet promoting your book and watch as the retweets flood your feed.  Wow!  All kinds of interest in your book!  But do those retweets translate into reads and sales?

What I use is the site called bitly.  It takes your book URL and re-codes it into a shorter URL, then tracks activity on the link.  Now when you post a link on twitter, you can use your bitly URL to see how many clicks your tweet actually got.  When I first did it, I thought for sure I was getting a ton of traffic from Twitter.  While I do get some, I found that my efforts on Twitter translated into maybe five or six clicks a day.  Not exactly stellar.

The unknown factor with twitter is how many people see your author name and just search for you instead of using the link.  That's the unknown part of using such a platform.  I think twitter is a good marketing mechanism not just for the exposure to readers, but also exposure to other authors.  Another author may like your work and either link to it from another site or tell someone about you.  I think the intangibles from Twitter make it worthwhile.

While I am on twitter, I do need to bring up something that will make life easier for you.  Use a service called hootsuite.  You can create a free account and be able to post thirty tweets per day.  I use it to schedule my tweets, ensuring I have one tweet per hour going out all day long.  I spend ten minutes in the morning scheduling my tweets, and then I am done for the day.  My tweets go out and I am not scrambling to try and remember I need to send one out.

When using Twitter, you also have to reciprocate retweeting links of people who are retweeting your posts.  You can’t just post and do nothing else.  I normally check in with twitter four to five times a day for about five minutes each time.  I scroll through my feed and retweet things that interest me.  Most of the time I am retweeting other authors books.  It's kind of like scratch my back and I'll scratch yours.

I've not had much luck with Facebook, only a few likes, and clicks.  I still keep it updated just in case by some fluke it starts to get attention.  I try to stay uniform with all of my online material, ensuring any promotions or new release announcements are posted in each venue around the same time.  It does take some resources to keep up with it all, but it is easily managed.

One last thing you are going to need is a newsletter.  Mail Chimp is a free service to get you started with your author newsletter.  Why a newsletter?  If people subscribe, then you know they want to read your books.  Each week I send out a newsletter with all of my newly released books for that week.  I have instant readers right out of the gate without doing anything else.  Those subscribers are gold.  But how do you get subscribers?


Chapter Six

Self-Promotion

There are several elements in your book that you need in order to be successful in this game.  We call this front matter and back matter.  Every single book you publish should have this in it.  But what do you put there, and why?  Well, for starters it's free advertising space for other books you have published.  Chances are, if they are reading this book, they will want to read more.  Make it easy for them to do so.

For my books, I put all of my copyright information in front of each and every book.  On that same page, I link to my blog, my signup form for my newsletter and my email address for readers to contact me.  If a reader wants to interact with me, I want to make as easy as possible for them to do so.  I don't clutter my front matter too much, I save most of that for the back matter.

At the end of each book I publish, I will put in an excerpt from another book, along with a link for them to read it.  If they liked the book they just read, chances are they are going to like the one I expose them to at the end.  It's all free advertising, so use it to your benefit.  Just make sure the excerpt is from a book within the same kink.  If they are reading a lesbian book, don't put a link to a gay book there.  They are probably not going to read it.  Make effective use of your advertising space.

After the excerpt, I also put in a call to action and ask the reader to leave me a review.  I do get a few from this, but not a lot.  Of course, if I didn't have that in my book, I would probably not get any reviews.  Next, I put links to other books that are relevant to the one they just read.  Since these are shorts, I already know the reader likes them.  Why end a book and send them back to Amazon only to lose potential sales or KU reads?

At the very end of the book, I repeat all of my links from the front matter.  I do this in case they forgot about it from reading the book.  You can direct them anywhere you want with links to your blog, newsletter, twitter or facebook.  Whatever your platform, be sure to provide a link to it so the reader stays informed.  Not engaging with a reader is a sure way to lose momentum as you continue to publish more books.

I have also learned to create a template within Word for my books.  I write my book, then once I am done editing I simply copy and paste it into my template, changing the title and updating the table of contents.  No need to constantly write the same front and back matter for each book.  Once and done is my motto.


Chapter Seven

More Revenue

With all of this done, it's time to sit back and start collecting money, right?  WRONG!  Unless you are giving up on self-publishing, you are never done.  If you have ever sold anything on eBay, you know the term the more you list, the more you sell.  Well, the same is true for Amazon.  The more books you publish, the more sales you get.  You have to remember that there are several million Kindle users around the world.  It takes time for people to search through books to find yours.  You may pick up a new reader six months after publishing a book.  If they like your work they are going to look for more.

There are a couple of other strategies that are worth talking about as it relates to self-publishing.  Series and bundles.  Each of these can garner more sales for you.  Not just from the kindle side, but from the print side as well.  If you can provide a value to your readers, they will pony up and spend more.  It's like getting free money because you have already written the book.

I tend to write series and publish as each one is ready.  Once I have a group of them, I will combine them into a bundle.  Here is how I generally price my bundles.  Three books are $3.99, six books are $4.99 and nine books are $5.99.  Most series will be three books, but some have more.  I might take an idea and have nine books for that series, releasing them in groups of three, followed by the six and nine book collections.  The series gains traction, and I get more revenue.

Bundles are generally books that are grouped together based on a particular kink.  I bundle anywhere from six to nine books, but all bundles are priced at $5.99.  One of my top sellers is a bundle of seven books from the same kink.  Those are easy money and should be a part of your arsenal when it comes to publishing.  Don't let that go by and not reap the rewards of your work twice.

This is a game of exposure, and maximizing your platform.  While Kindle is by far the most revenue generating machine, there are other ways to get cash from your books.  The most obvious is the series and bundles, of course.  But there is another way to get sales from the same book.  A trifecta of sales from one single book.  ACX.

What is ACX?  It is the audio platform for Amazon books.  You can publish your book in audio format and get sales from that as well.  Now to be fair, sales from audiobooks are not going to be as large when it comes to royalties, but it's free money.  Why not take it?  The best part is you can start with nothing.  Zero dollars, nada, zilch.  It's called revenue sharing.

When you submit your book to ACX, you can offer a royalty split with the person narrating your book.  Unless you do professional voice-overs, then this is probably your best bet starting out.  Your audiobook sales will generate a 60% royalty for you, which you split 50/50 with the producer.  Like I said, not a lot, but it's money in the bank.

The drawback to ACX is you cannot price your book.  The price is based on how long your book is.  The longer it is, the higher the price.  Most of mine come in at $3.99, so my take after the royalty split is just under $1.  Not a lot, but again, it's free money.  If you have 50 books selling 10 copies each per month on ACX, that translates into about $500 in royalties.  Not too shabby if I do say so myself.  Add that to your Kindle royalties and now you are making some coin.

You really have to know how you can get sales from one book as many times as you can.  Whether that be through series or bundles, or ACX, just make sure you are using every single sales avenue available to you.


Chapter Eight

Final Thoughts

While I have gone over the main concepts of self-publishing on Amazon, there is a lot more information out there that I did not cover.  I don't think anyone can simply because we all write differently, we all market differently and we all have different levels of revenue we deem as being a successful amount.  My goal was to give you the basic tools and knowledge needed to get your sales rolling.  Where you take it from here is up to you.

You are going to have days where sales are snail slow and you start to question if the work was worth it.  Then two days later sales jump through the roof, energizing you to write some more.  Never give up, never stop experimenting and never let anyone tell you that you can't do this.  I know people laughed at me and a few made fun of me, but now who is laughing?

Failure to commit and follow through is a tough obstacle to overcome.  Self-doubt and insecurity can keep one from pushing forward and chasing their dream.  I know some people who have a lot of books but have never published one because they don’t feel it is ready or good enough to publish.  Don't get in your own way.  We are sometimes our own worst enemy and critic when it comes to writing.

Amazon is riddled with terrible books that have sales.  You never know how someone else is going to view your work if they never see it.  Dust it off, put it out there and learn.  The more you write, the better you get.  It doesn't take long to start figuring out what to change to get your followers.  Never stop experimenting and never accept anything as good enough.  Strive to get the sales you know you deserve.

I'm sure by the time a lot of people read this, things will have changed on Amazon.  That's just how this platform works.  But I think the core principals are transferable to any changes they may make unless they ban erotica altogether.  I don't see that being the case anytime soon.  That would be a huge chunk of change for Amazon to give up.
